
Judging by the exterior this
Green Island Hills home could be a
Tudor country manor but walk inside
7609 Grand Ridge Road and itÕs a
modern marvel. 

The wide expanse of manicured
lawn, stacked stone accents, carriage
house-style garages and wood-gabled
entry speak of gentility and breeding.
That same feeling is echoed inside by
the hardwood flooring throughout,
ten-foot ceilings and detailed finish-
ings. But this home is brought into
the 21st century by sleek European
styling and modern comforts.

You have to start your tour in the
kitchen, which is truly a marriage of
good looks and functionality. It is like
the control room of a power
plantÉyou can see most of the living
space from the centrally located, gran-
ite-topped bar/island. It contains a
double sink and a vegetable sink as
well as room for two to dine.
Contemporary European-style fixture-
less, cabinets contain an amazing
amount of storage and high tech gad-
getry including: sub-zero refrigerator
and separate refrigerator and freezer
drawers,  dishwasher and separate
washer drawer for delicate items,
appliance caddies, Thermador double
ovens and warming drawers.  

Equally amazing is the nearby
laundry room which has even more
storage space, a built-in desk, sink
and enough counter space to make a

great hobby room. 
The adjacent keeping room

includes the charm of a stacked-stone
fireplace but the built-in cabinets will
accommodate a modern theater sys-
tem and the recessed lighting in the
step-up ceiling adds another gee-whiz
modern accent. The informal eating
area blends seamlessly into the
kitchen and keeping room making the
multi-functional space the heart of the
home.

The formal dining room is one-of-
a-kind thanks to the circular recessed
ceiling that contains indirect lighting.
Natural light pours in from the wall of
windows that overlook the stone-
floored deck. The outdoor living
space can be accessed from the keep-
ing room/kitchen area and is spacious
enough to accommodate seating, din-
ing and cooking areas. 

YouÕll enjoy both relaxing and
entertaining on this elevated deck
which overlooks a quiet serene forest-
ed area. You can be assured it will
remain your private sanctuary since
the land behind the home is in the
Standing Boy Wildlife Preserve.

There is yet more living space.
The living room in the front of the
house has the aura of a comfortable
library due in part to the built in cabi-
nets, wood-beamed, coffered ceiling
and stone fireplace with wooden man-
tle. 

Through the hardwood door is a
stone walled breezeway to the three-

car garage. There is another garage
downstairs that is floored in black and
white tile and is so large it will hold
an automotive shop or recreational
items like a pool table. 

Also downstairs are a family
room with stone fireplace that opens
onto a covered patio, a bedroom with
full bath, exercise room, climate con-
trolled wine cellar and +/- 1,500
square feet of storage with concrete
floor. 

The other three bedrooms and
baths are on the main floor and are
organized in the popular split floor
plan. On one side of the living space,
are two bedrooms with abundant clos-
et space. 

The master suite is on the other
side of the house. The bedroom has a
magnificent view of the wooded back
yard and plenty of room for a seating

area in front of the triple windows.
The master bath is almost as big as
the sleeping area and includes tiled
walk-in shower, double split vanities
jetted tub and a custom closet. This
storage area must be seen to be
believed. It includes a double dresser,
his and her hanging storage and still
has space for dressing and grooming. 

Just off the master is an office
with built-in his-and-her desks and an
incredible amount of storage. If the
work gets to you, then step through
the door onto the deck for a breath of
fresh air and youÕll be reinvigorated.
