
Everyone always seems to
congregate in the kitchen.
Whether it is a family gathering
or a more formal dinner, guests
just gravitate to where the cook-
ing is happening. The house at
6743 makes the most of that
custom. In addition to a living
room, there is a keeping room
separated from the kitchen by
only an island breakfast bar.
That means the chef can social-
ize while cooking and the
guests can chat in comfort
either gathered around the bar
or seated in the pleasant, sunny
room that is adjacent. 

The kitchen itself is well
appointed and designed for effi-
ciency. There are several Corian
topped working areas as well as
plentiful storage space. In addi-
tion, the area is very attractive
with cherry cabinets, warm col-
ored ceramic tile floors and
stainless appliances. 

Just a few steps away are
the laundry room and access to
the 2-car garage.

Also in close proximity is
the outdoor living space. A
door opens onto the large
screened porchÉa perfect place
to dine during balmy spring
evenings. A wooden deck that
overlooks the large level fenced
back yard is accessed through
French doors in the family
room. 

The family room also fea-
tures a fireplace placed on the
diagonal for visual interest and
to allow for a large comfortable
seating area. The step-up ceil-
ing adds another attractive
architectural element. 

In addition to the informal
entertaining areas, there is a
formal dining room that has
many elegant features including
wainscoting with molding
details, wide crown molding
and triple window with fan-
light.  The glowing, but easy to
maintain hardwood flooring
runs through the dining room,
family room and foyer. 

The bedrooms are all on one
side of the home, but the mas-

ter suite is separated from the
other three bedrooms. It fea-
tures a trey ceiling and includes
built-in shelving for an enter-
tainment system. The master
bath has all the appointments
that make it the homeownersÕ
realm for relaxation: double
vanities, large tiled walk-in
shower and jetted tub. In a prac-
tical vein there are his and her
walk-in closets and a separate
toilet room. 

The other three bedrooms
are located in the front of the
home and share a large hall
bath. The rooms are all spa-
cious but the front bedroom

has the added touches of a large
fanlight topped window and
cathedral ceiling. 

The neighborhood, Bridge
Mill, is relatively new and there
are some homes under con-
struction. Located just off
Whitesville Road, north of
Williams Road it is convenient
to some of Muscogee CountyÕs
highest performing schools. It
also is just minutes from the
Interstate and major shopping
areas.  The community is family
friendly and offers such desir-
able amenities as a pool, side-
walks and underground utilities.
