Eagle & Phenix Loft owners enjoy
the rich history and ambience of an ear-
lier era and the convenience of living in
the center of it all. The condos are with-
in walking distance of the best that
Columbus has to offer: the financial dis-
trict, including TSYS, restaurants and
nightclubs, Columbus State UniversityÕs
Uptown Campus and all the entertain-
ment offerings of the River Center and
Springer. They are also close to
Columbus Regional and St. Francis
medical complexes.

The Eagle & Phenix will itself
become a destination in the near future
when the first floor is developed for a
restaurant and specialty stores.
Residents will also enjoy the common

areas that when complete, will include a
state-of-the-art fitness center and an
attractive foyer with controlled access
for residents. A call-box will allow own-
ers to remotely grant access to visitors
but onsite attendants and closed circuit
TV with 24-hour surveillance on video
tape provides comforting security. 

The LoftÕs nature park includes his-
toric artifacts from the mill and the adja-
cent Riverwalk affords residents a venue
for walking, jogging and biking. The
grand staircase that leads to the 14-mile
Riverwalk is nearing completion and
work on magnificent streetscapes is
underway.

Contractors have kept the romance
of the past inside by retaining the soar-
ing twelve to fifteen-foot ceilings and
weathered brick walls. Spectacular ceil-
ing to floor windows provide stunning
views of the river or uptown.   Exposed
beams in the ceilings and walls and the
original or stained concrete floors add
to sense of history.  

The cotton mill, built in 1851,
became the largest in the southeast by
the late 1870s. It closed in 2002 but was
acquired by The W.C. Bradley
Company, and renovated as an exciting
new community where residents can
live, work, shop and play. 

The units have been thoroughly
updated with modern kitchens with
stainless appliances and granite counter-
tops, up-to-date tile bathrooms and plen-

ty of closet space.  Many of the lofts
have windows or balconies that over-
look the panoramic vistas of the
Chattahoochee. A deeded parking space
comes with each unit

The affordable one and two-bed-
room units make owning a piece of this
lifestyle and history more than a dream.
As a primary residence, financing of up
to 95% is available on a 30-year, fixed
rate mortgage through Wells Fargo, one
of the preferred lenders. Mortgage con-
sultant Jane Worthington estimates the
total monthly payment for the $154,000
unit at $1,150/month, which includes
principal, interest, property taxes under
the tax "freeze" and monthly homeown-
er's association dues. For the slightly
higher priced unit of $223,500 the pay-
ment is estimated at $1,720/month.

Owners get tax breaks on these

homes. The Historic Renovation Tax
Freeze is an 8 year freeze, which began
in 2007.  The homeowner will owe an
annual cost of less than $300 for most
units assuming this is a primary home.
In addition, newly enacted federal legis-
lation provides a tax credit of as much
as $7,500 for first-time home buyers.
Your lender will have more specific
information on how this will benefit
you.
