On the second floor, there is a
large media room at the top of the
staircase. Down the hall, each of
the three bedrooms has a walk-in
closet. There is an additional room
that could be used as an office or
playroom. 

Other homes in Crosswinds
have almost as much square
footage and some have additional
unfinished space in the basement.

You can add or change the
amenities in the homes still under
construction.
