
YouÕll take step back in time
when you cross the threshold of the
John Woolfolk house at 1615 12th
Street. Located on a quiet tree-lined
street off Wynnton Road, this his-
toric Antebellum mansion is within
walking distance of AFLAC head-
quarters. Built in 1835, it is listed
on the National Register of Historic
Places and is loaded with history
and charm. Modernization, includ-
ing new plumbing, wiring, heating
and cooling, updated kitchen and
bathrooms means itÕs ready to move
in and at a price you wonÕt believe.

One of the pioneers of
Muscogee County, John Woolfolk,
built the house in typical Greek
Revival style. 14 Doric columns
support the porch roof that circles
three sides of the two-story frame
home. You can picture yourself on a
sultry summer evening rocking on
the front porch, sipping a mint
julep and watching neighborhood
children play. There is a wrought
iron balcony in front and another
balcony in the rear that overlooks
the large, level grassy backyard. 

As was common during the
period, the home has shuttered win-
dows, 14 foot ceilings, hardwood
floors throughout, multi-piece
crown molding and multiple fire-

places.
You enter through a massive

wooden door into a foyer with a
soaring ceiling, grand staircase and
seating area. There are two enor-
mous rooms on either side of the
entry. They each have a fireplace
and two French doors, topped by
glass transoms that provide access
to the front porch. These spaces
could be used as a sitting room,
study, or dining room. 

On the left side of the house, is
a totally renovated kitchen with
solid-surface counters, bead board
backsplash, abundant custom cabi-
nets, pantry and modern appli-
ances. There is a pass-through from
the kitchen into the family room.
That room also has a fireplace and
multiple windows with plantation
shutters. A back staircase leads to
the upstairs bedrooms. 

The master suite is located on
the other side of the staircase. As is
the case of most old mansions, it is
large enough to include a seating
area in front of the fireplace but it
has been modified to include two
walk-in closets. The bath has all the
modern amenities including jetted
tub, double vanities and walk-in
shower. The historic feel has been
preserved with the bead board trim. 

A nearly finished apartment
occupies the basement level. The
wiring, plumbing heating and air
are complete. The bathroom is fin-
ished with tile floor, shower, vanity
and toilet. A kitchen area has been
plumbed and some counters have
been installed. The living room and
bedroom need to have walls and
flooring installed. There is a private
entrance to the back yard as well as
storage. 

Four bedrooms are located on
the second floor. At the top of the
landing is a large space that could
be used as an office or play room. It
is extremely bright and sunny due
to a large skylight and French doors
opening onto the front balcony.

The bedroom to the left of this

space includes a built-in desk and
large closet. A modernized bath-
room separates the front and rear
bedrooms. The back bedroom has a
fireplace, separate seating area or
study with a built-in desk and
access to the back balcony. The
right side mirrors the left except
both those bedrooms have private
baths. The laundry room is also
located on the second floor.

When it was first listed, this
historic home was priced at nearly
$1 million it is now available for
less than $375,000. 

The John Woolfolk home will
be open for inspection from 2:00-
